In the big square where the two main shopping streets
converge, there is a big dome, more than 25m in diameter.
The spectacular geometry of the metal structure breaks
down the lantern into 24 triangular cushions.
Double-layer printed cushions protect from solar radiation,
while allowing in a great deal of light.
